Meditation for the Baptism of the Lord

Today we celebrate the Baptism of the Lord, a feast that
brings the Christmas season to its close and opens the door
to Jesus’ public ministry. Jesus comes to John to be
baptized. This is amazing.

Jesus enters the Jordan not because He needs cleansing,
but because we do. He took our flesh in order to purify it.
He goes down into the water to stand where sinners stand,
in solidarity with them. The Jordan reminds us of the
crossing of the Israelites to take possession of the promise
land, the same thing happened when we were baptized to
enter into eternal life.

Our Lord’s baptism speaks eloquently about the humility
of God who humbles himself to the point where He
identifies Himself with us sinners. Christ does not distant
himself from his brethren, because He is fully united with
humanity, especially with the broken, the weak, and the
searching.

It also reveals the manifestation of the Holy Trinity
through which we enter into the mystery of God. In our
own baptism, the same truth is spoken to each of us. On
the day of our baptism, our names were written in the
book of life and the Almighty God was pleased to adopt
each of us as sons and daughters. God says to each of us:
“You are my beloved child.” Our worth does not come from
our achievements, our status, or our successes. It comes
from belonging to God.

Jesus is anointed as we have been not just for comfort, but
for service; not for privilege, but for sacrifice. Not for show
but to be sent on a mission. We are baptized into Christ so
that we may live like Christ; bringing justice, mercy, and
hope into the world.

The truth to the matter is: it is not enough to be baptized
but to maintain it and to go out make disciples. May we
renew our baptismal promises not just in words, but in the
way we live: choosing faith over fear, love over
indifference, and service over self-interest. As we meditate
on Christ baptism, as the God the Father was pleased with
His only Begotten Son, can I say that God the Father is
being pleased with me since I have been baptized? If not,
what do I need to do for that to happen?

The Baptism of the Lord, by Fr. Yacob Lonfo
